GLADIATOR FIRE PUBLIC SAFETY CLOSURE ORDER

PROHIBITIONS

Pursuant to 16 U.S.C. 551 and 36 CFR § 261.50(a) and (b), the following acts are prohibited on all National Forest System lands within the Prescott National Forest, in the following Yavapai County, state of Arizona.  The restricted area is depicted on the attached map, hereby incorporated into this Order as Exhibit A.

1. Going into or begin upon the area, 36 CFR 261.53(e)
2. Being on a road, 36 CFR 261.54(e)
3. Being on a trail, 36 CFR 261.55(a)

EXEMPTIONS

Pursuant to 36 CFR 261.50 (e), the following persons are exempt from this order:

1. Residents or persons with a Forest Service permit specifically authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.
2. Any Federal, State or local officer or member of any organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.
3. Persons engaged in a business, trade or occupation in the area, who are authorized by the U.S. Forest Service, the State of Arizona, or the County of Yavapai and its employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors.

AREA DESCRIBED

The following area closure is established within the specific areas of the Prescott National Forest, Bradshaw Ranger District on all Forest Service lands as described below including perimeter of Gladiator fire and all access points leading into fire area:
Senator Hwy (County Road 56): Beginning at the intersection of Senator Hwy and Forest Road (FR) 89, legal description of Township 11 N, Range 1 West, Section 4, heading south along Senator Hwy to the intersection of Senator Hwy and FR 362 (Hooper Saddle).

Gladiator Fire perimeter:  All known access points, roads and trails, leading into affected fire area will be closed.  Affects Forest trails: 131, 202, 215, 216, 225 and 275. Affects Forest roads: 89, 92, 9240A and 9268M.


PURPOSE

To provide the public’s health and safety because of the wildland fire activity associated with the Gladiator Fire on the Prescott National Forest.

IMPLEMENTATION

1. This Order will be in effect starting June 6, 2012 at 12:00 P.M. and shall remain in effect until June 30, 2012 or until rescinded, whichever occurs first.
2. This Order rescinds, replaces and supersedes any previous Orders prohibiting the same acts covered by this Order in that area addressed in Exhibit A
