Current Situation: 
The fire is burning in a mix of Ponderosa Pine, Sage and Mahogany and logging slash. Firefighters are working in extreme conditions including high heat, low humidity, with the potential for erratic winds and thunderstorm activity. Fire crews continue to defend structures, construct handline and use bulldozers to create control lines around the fire perimeter. Air resources are being shared with multiple fires in the area, including new starts. Damage Inspection Teams are assessing affected properties. Every effort is being made to render the evacuated community safe for repopulation. With the current weather conditions and elevated fire danger, we are asking everyone to use extreme caution, “one less spark- one less wildfire”.
