Current Situation: The Reading Fire is 79% contained.  Higher winds predicted for yesterday did not materialize, giving firefighters more time to reinforce the lines. The smoke from the Reading Fire and other fires in the area may have moderated winds and humidity yesterday. Crews are hauling out miles of hose and other equipment to be cleaned and deployed on other fires. 
Fire suppression repair continues. For example, the Crags campground became a small village when used as a base for firefighters and support personnel. Repair work will include replacing rocks that were moved, pumping toilets, and raking out excess trails and tent sites. Where fire lines crossed the Pacific Crest Trail and other trails, tread will be re-established, water bars and other features will be replaced. 
Slightly cooler temperatures are expected for today, but strong, gusty winds paired with low relative humidity are possible this afternoon.  An aircraft with specialized infra-red equipment flew the entire fire last night. Hot spots near the containment lines were mapped and firefighters will be able to locate these areas more easily as they continue to mop-up and reinforce the firelines.
The Lassen National Forest and Lassen Volcanic National Park are working together and providing a coordinated response to the fire.  Smoke will continue to pose health concerns for the public.  Residents are encouraged to visit the “Protect Yourself from Smoke” website for smoke protection information at http://www.cdc.gov/Features/Wildfires/.
