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	The upper edge of the Treasure Fire is at 12,000’.  Parts of the fire killed all the trees in its path.  Other areas were lower intensity, with only parts of the forest floor even blackened.  Both are typical of and ecologically healthy in this high-elevation forest.  In the center of the photo, one tree flames days after the fire first burned nearby.  This kind of delayed residual burning also is typical, and is not compromising containment of the fire. Containment:	10%
Smoke may be visible this afternoon due to small-scale burning out on the fire’s west and south edges.  The smoke may be heavy at times, possibly with visible large flames.
The management strategy is full containment with aggressive suppression.
Green meadows and timberline have stopped the fire’s spread to the north and east.

Road Status: 
The fire is ½ mile east of Highway 91 (road between Leadville and Copper Mountain) between mile marker 5 and 6.
Highway 91 is open.
The highway shoulder is closed in order to minimize traffic hazards.  Please do not drive up Highway 91 to watch the fire.
Mosquito Pass road is closed between Alma and CR3 (7th Street) in Leadville.  The closure is for public safety in areas where fire spread is a reasonable possibility.
Fire Origin:  Saturday 6/23, human cause under investigation
The fire grew to 300 acres on its first day.  All of the acre increase since has been from more accurate mapping and from burn-out operations done in order to secure the fire’s edge.
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
