The Birthday Fire was first spotted on Monday, September 5th, burning in subalpine fir and spruce near Abandon Mountain in the Selkirk Mountains, approximately 20 air miles northwest of Bonners Ferry, Idaho. Rick Kusicko’s Type II Northern Rockies Incident Management Team began managing the Birthday Fire on Monday, September 12th. The Incident Command Post for the fire has been established at the Bonners Ferry Ranger District.

The Birthday Fire is currently burning approximately 628 acres, across mixed ownerships, including US Forest Service, Idaho Department of Lands, Forest Capital LLC, and private lands. The fire is located in parts of Sections 3, 9, 10, 15, and 16 of Township 63 North, Range 3 West Boise Meridian. 
Wednesday, cool and calm conditions continued to aid firefighters’ progress against the Birthday Fire. Fire activity around the fire consisted primarily of creeping and smoldering within the fire interior; however, some slow, backing fire continued to occur along the northeastern perimeter of the main fire, as well as the southern perimeter of the spot fire. Crews were able to complete containment lines on a ridgeline on State lands along the fire’s western perimeter. Structure protection measures for a private cabin in section 3 have been implemented, in the event the fire advances in that direction.
Late Wednesday and Thursday, meteorologists and Fire Behavior Analysts are predicting that a cold front will move through the fire area. As a result, much stronger and gusty winds are expected, which leads to the potential for more active fire behavior and spot fires. Crews will need to remain vigilant against that potential, especially considering the steep, rugged terrain. Numerous air resources have been staged at the Boundary County airport, in the event fire activity increases and water drops become necessary.
