LEVEL 1 IS IN EFFECT for the area of Summit Rock, Elk Creek Campground and Hunters Creek Camp area. Area extends from Summit Prairie Road east to the Grant County line, and south from the Grant County line 3 miles to Tub Springs

At this level residents are made aware that a danger exists and to monitor local media outlets for information. Residents with special needs or those with pets or livestock should take note and make preparations for relocating family members and pets.
