The weather remains warm with high humidity.  Afternoon thunderstorms and the chance of rain could impact fire behavior. 

The terrain is steep and rugged and difficult to access.  Some crews are being flown in and are spiking out (sleeping on the mountain).  Hand crews and engines are being supported by numerous aerial resources.  The southwest end of the fire is looking good will soon be in patrol status.
