SITUATION

Current Situation: [* The Pilot Fire is burning in chaparral and brush between Pilot Rock
Ridge and State Highway 173 in Hesperia. Firefighters continue to mop
up hot spots and secure containment lines. and will continue to work within
the fire area to assure any remaining fire does not escape existing
containment lines. Fire suppression repair activities are also underway on
portions of the fire. A Burned Area Emergency Response (BAER) Team is
on scene assessing watershed damage.

Weather » Temperatures will be in the 90-degree range today across the Pilot Fire.
Conditions: Humidity values will be near 15% in the afternoon. Winds are expected to
remain in the 10-15 mph range today with a few higher gusts to 25 mph
this afternoon and evening.
