Current Fire Situation:  The fire is located approximately four miles southeast of Seiad Valley and is active on all flanks and is burning in timber with heavy fuels and pockets of multiple snags.  There is high potential for fire growth due to dry fuels, steep topography, and rolling burning material.  Smoke inversions may limit the use of aircraft support.
Today’s Objectives:  Fire crews are assessing the need for point protection for structures along Highway 96 in Seiad Valley.  Firefighters will construct indirect fireline along the western and southeastern flanks of the fire.
Area Closures: A Closure Order is in place by the Klamath National Forest prohibiting public use of National Forest System lands within the western portion of the Marble Mountain Wilderness.  The potential exists for forest closures within the Slinkard Fire area.  A closure map and description may be found at: www.fs.fed.us/r5/klamath/conditions/.
Evacuations:  There are no evacuation orders at this time. Highway 96 is currently open to traffic this morning.  For up to the minute road information call Caltrans at 1-800-427-7623 or www.dot.ca.gov/hq/roadinfo/.  
Remarks: Northern California Interagency Incident Management (NorCal) Team II assumed command of the fire this morning for the Klamath National Forest.
