Klamath National Forest Emergency Fire Closures Impact Hunting Areas
[bookmark: _GoBack]Current Closures as of August 15, 2014
Yreka, CA—Due to the current wildfire status in northern California, multiple forest closures are in effect for the Klamath and Shasta-Trinity National Forests. These temporary closures have been precisely outlined to protect public safety during wildfire suppression efforts.  Area closures include all trails and roads within their perimeter. Log Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-744: Salmon/Scott Ranger District of the Klamath National Forest 
Area Closure- in effect from August 7, 2014 until the Log Fire is fully suppressed. 
The southern boundary extends eastward along Kidder Creek Trail (Forest Trail No. 5546) from the Pacific Crest Trail (Forest Trail No. 2000) to the eastern forest boundary. The eastern boundary of the closure runs from the Kidder Creek trail, north along the national forest boundary, to the Marble Mountain Wilderness boundary. The northern boundary runs southwesterly along the wilderness boundary, follows the Deep Lake Trail (Forest Trail 5535), and continues along the Little Elk Pass Trail (Forest Trail No. 5536) and the Pacific Crest Trail (Forest Trail No. 2000) and its alternate, down to the Kidder Creek Trail however, the PCT trail is currently open. 
Log Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-744
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Whites Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-748: Salmon/Scott Ranger District of the Klamath National Forest 
Area Closure- in effect from August 13, 2014 until the Whites Fire is declared out. 
The closure area begins at the intersection of the National Forest boundary and the Shelley Fork Trail (Forest Trail No. 5527). It continues westerly along the Shelly Fork Trail then along the Right Hand Fork Trail (Forest Trail No. 5401) to the Big Gulch Trail (Forest Trail No. 5403) and then westerly to Upper Abbots Trail (Forest Trail No. 5402). The closure follows Upper Abbots Trail south to its intersection with North Fork Salmon Trail (Forest Trail No. 5405) and continues southwesterly to and along Snowslide Trail (Forest Trail No. 5427). The closure then follows Old Snowslide Trail (Forest Trail No. 5433) southeasterly to and along Little North Fork Trail (Forest Trail No. 5406) to Forest Road No. 40N51 where it continues southerly to the intersection with Sawyers Bar Road (County Road No. 1C01).  The closure continues east along Sawyers Bar Road, then south along Shiltos Creek, then east again along Orin E. Lewis Road (Forest Road No. 39N27) to Blue Ridge Tie Road (Forest Road 39N41). Next it heads south to Grasshopper Picayune Road (Forest Road No. 39) then west to Shadow Creek Road (Forest Road No. 39N20) continuing south to Cecilville Road (County Road No. 1C02) then easterly to Camp Eden Road (Forest Road No. 41N14). The closure continues along Camp Eden Road to the National Forest Boundary, following the boundary back to the starting point.   
Closure Order No. 14-05-748
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Rays Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-746: On the Klamath and Shasta-Trinity National Forests in the July Complex 
Trail Closure- in effect from August 6, 2014 until the July Complex is declared out. 
The trail closure begins at the China Spring Trailhead off of Rays Gulch Road (Forest Road No. 37N07), following the China Springs Trail (Forest Trail Nos. 5461 and 11W08) southward to its junction with the North Fork Trail (Forest Trail No. 11W01). The North Fork Trail is closed between China Springs Trail and Moliter-Cold Spring Trail (Forest Trail No. 11W02).  Moliter-Cold Spring Trail is closed from its junction with the North Fork Trail to its junction with the Rays Gulch Trail. The Rays Gulch Trail (Forest Trail No. 5445) is closed from its trailhead at Caribou Road (County Road 1E003) to its junction with the Moliter-Cold Spring Trail.  

Closure Order No. 14-05-746
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Beaver Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-752: On the Klamath National Forest and RSF-233 on the Rogue River Siskiyou National Forest  
Area Closure- in effect from August 15, 2014 until the Beaver Fire is fully suppressed.  
The closure boundary begins at the intersection of Highway 96 and Seiad Creek Road (County Road 8D007), and continues northerly along the eastern edge of Seiad Creek Road, but does not include the road, to its intersection with Horse Creek Road (Forest Road No. 46N50). The closure continues northeasterly along Horse Creek Road to Salt Gulch then northerly along Salt Gulch to its terminus. The closure continues north to the Pacific Crest Trail near Copper Butte, following it northeasterly to Wards Fork Gap. It then continues northeasterly along Siskiyou Summit Road (Forest Road No. 41S01) to Deer Creek Ridge Road (Forest Road No. 41S15), then easterly along Dear Creek Ridge Road to Long John Road (Forest Road No. 41S16). The closure follows Long John Road south to Beaver Creek Road (Forest Road No. 11) to the National Forest boundary, then south along the forest boundary to Highway 96. It follows Highway 96 west back to the starting point, but does not include the highway. This closure includes the Beaver Creek campground. Seiad Creek Road is currently open. 

Closure Order No. 14-05-752 & RSF-233
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Coffee Fire Closure Order No. 14-05-750 on the Klamath and 14-14-04 on the Shasta-Trinity National Forests 
Area Closure- in effect from August 11, 2014 until the Coffee Fire is declared out. 
The closure extends north from the intersection of Trinity County Road No. 104 and the South Fork Creek Trailhead, continuing north along South Fork Trail (Forest Trail No. 9W04) to Trail Gulch (Forest Trail No. 9W15). It continues east along Gulch Trail to Long Gulch Trail (Forest Trail No. 9W14), then northeast along Long Gulch Trail to its Trailhead. It continues northeast along Forest Road No. 39N08, then northeasterly along Forest Road No. 93 to the intersection of Forest Road No. 40N17. The closure continues east along Forest Road No. 40N17 to the Fox Creek Ridge Trailhead, then east past Middle Boulder Trailhead, continuing east along Forest Road 39N63 to the East Boulder Trailhead.  It continues southeast along Boulder Lake Trail (Forest Trail No. 8W02) then west along the Pacific Crest Trail (Forest Trail No. 2000).  The closure then continues west to Granite Creek Trail (Forest Trail No. 8W09). It then follows Tangle Blue Lake Trail (Forest Trail No. 8W01) eastward, then east along the Eagle Creek Trail (Forest Trail No. 7W05) and continues east along Forest Road No. 38N27 to County Road No. 140. The closure then extends southwest along 140 to Highway 3 to where it meets Coffee Creek Road (County Road No. 104), following 104 west back to the starting point.
