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Prescribed Fire at Packers Bay
Shasta Lake, Calif.- The Shasta Unit of the National Recreation Area on the Shasta-Trinity National Forest will be conducting a prescribed fire meant to remove understory fuels on National Forest System lands in the area of Packers Bay. The project is part of the Northwoods Hazardous Fuels Reduction Project and is the latest component of a multiple entry plan to treat the landscape around the south of O”Brien Mountain and west of Interstate 5.

The site is located between Packers Bay Boat Launch Parking Lot and Interstate 5. The project covers 145 acres along the shore of the lake immediately west of the Pit River Bridge. The prescribed fire will create smoke which will be visible from many areas in the southern portion of Shasta Lake and along Interstate 5 near Bridge Bay. Implementation is planned to take approximately 4-6 hours on March 9th.  Smoke may be visible through the weekend.  
The area covered by the prescribed fire will make up a landscape with a reduced amount of ladder fuels and dead vegetation, making fire suppression efforts easier. Once treated the site will provide a safer place for firefighters to work and provide better opportunities to control fires because of reduced fire behavior.
