Current Fire Situation:
The Barker and Blue fires are holding and remain quiet in terms of fire behavior activity, although both are still retaining heat within their interior. Firefighting efforts today will continue to concentrate in securing the northwest corner of the Peak Fire. Firefighters are working in steep and rugged terrain to build line, as the Fire slowly backs into the Tule Creek drainage.

Firefighters are also concentrating on the south and east sides of the Shiell Fire, building direct and contingency lines to stop fire spread. Other priorities will continue to secure and strengthen fire perimeters along with mopping-up into the interior as needed.

Temperatures will be hotter today, with sunny yet smoky skies and lower humidity. Fire behavior under smoky skies will be limited to slow surface spread with occasional tree torching. Where skies clear, fire behavior may become more active. Light winds will be out of the east this morning, changing to northwest winds in the afternoon.

This morning, Jerry McGowan, Incident Commander, California Interagency Incident Management Team 1 assumed command with Ron Bravo, CALFIRE Incident Commander, of the Fork Complex from California Interagency Incident Management Team 4.

A forest closure is in effect for fire-affected areas. Inquiries about the forest closure should be directed to the Shasta Trinity National Forest at (530) 226-2500. Forest Closure Order #14-15-03 prohibits the public from going into or on National Forest System lands within the Fork, South, Route, and Mad River Fire Complexes.

The current mandatory evacuation for Tule Creek and Wildwood residences remains in place, until further notice. This includes all forest road closures, as a result of the Fork Complex.
