Current Fire Situation:
Containment of the Fork Complex fires continues to steadily increase as weather conditions have kept fire behavior moderate.

The Barker Fire saw some increased fire activity within its interior, but containment lines are holding. The Blue Fire is holding and remains quiet in terms of fire behavior activity.

This evening, firefighters are building dozer lines and strengthening containment lines along Tule Creek on the northwest corner of the Peak Fire.

Firefighters are initiating strategic firing operations tonight to secure containment lines on the south side of the Shiell Fire.

Extremely hot and dry weather conditions challenged firefighters throughout the day.

Forest Closure Order #14-15-03 prohibits the public from going into or on National Forest System lands within the Fork Complex. Inquiries about the forest closure should be directed to the Shasta-Trinity National Forest at (530) 226-2500.

The current mandatory evacuation for Tule Creek and Wildwood residences remains in place, until further notice. This includes all forest road closures, as a result of the Fork Complex.
