Current Fire Situation:
The Barker, Blue and Peak fires remained quiet today. Suppression repair activities have begun on the Barker fire.

Firefighters continue to make great progress on the south and southeast side of the Shiell Fire, where crews have been mopping up and holding containment lines.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Clear skies allowed aircraft to make water drops on the fire’s edge throughout the day, on the east side of the Shiell Fire in the Chanchelulla Wilderness. Existing containment lines are being reinforced along roads near the Wilderness’ north and east boundaries. Additional containment lines are being constructed to contain the Fire within the Wilderness using Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST).

The Fork Complex will go out of Unified Command with Cal Fire at 7:00 a.m. tomorrow. California Interagency Incident Management Team 1 (McGowan) is now in command of both the Fork and South complexes.

California National Guard soldiers trained to fight wildfires are assisting in firefighting efforts on the Fork and South complex fires through Sunday.
