Current Fire Situation:

Fire activity on the Fork Complex continues to decrease as containment increases. Firefighting efforts are concentrated in
the Chanchelulla Wilderness area. Firefighters increased containment lines within the Wilderness using Minimum Impact
Suppression Tactics (MIST). Suppression repair has been initiated for most of the fires.

Skies will be mostly clear again today. Some smoke may be visible, as pockets of unburned fuels within the containment
areas burn out. Crews will continue to patrol and mop up along containment lines.

As many evacuations and road closures end, people returning to these areas are urged to be cautious. There is still a lot of
fire equipment on roadways and there may be rocks and other hazards on the roads.
