SOUTH COMPLEX August 12, 2015, 8 A.M. Update 

Current fire situation:  
Firefighters made good progress on the South Complex last night. They took advantage of favorable conditions early in 
the night shift to fire along containment lines on the western side of the Castle Fire and patrolled lines on that side, 
which is holding well.  Fire activity on the York Fire subsided substantially yesterday, and it was barely visible by night 
shift last night. Crews will continue to construct lines on those fires and to improve and mop up existing lines today.  Fire 
held well along the 5N60 Road. 

Crews continued to hold indirect line last night around the northeastern corner of the Castle Fire near Chaparral 
Mountain. The fire continued to back overnight toward the structures in Springer, but as of this morning had not 
reached those structures. No structures have been reported damaged or destroyed on the South Complex. The Pattison 
Fire also continued to creep overnight toward the west, and crews will continue today to construct dozer line and to 
scout opportunities for indirect lines in front of the fire.
