      SOUTH COMPLEX August 21, 2015, 8 A.M. Update
Current fire situation:
The inversion lifted and the smoke cleared late yesterday. Helicopters were used late in the afternoon to cool active fire areas in the South Fork of the Trinity River. Crews patrolled and held existing firelines and watched for spots across the fireline. Patrols remained in place along the Lower South Fork Road and Corral Bottom Road providing structure defense.
Work today will be focused north of the confluence of Gates Creek and Corral Creeks to defend the Bar 717 property. Firefighters will continue falling dead trees, brushing and improving the fireline on the ridge east of Gates Creek. Crews will also continue to patrol and look for spots on the west side of the Castle Fire along the south fork.
The inversion is predicted to lift by early this afternoon likely increasing fire behavior.
Over 50 people attended the community meeting in Hyampom last night.
