   SOUTH COMPLEX August 21, 2015, 8 P.M. Update
Current Situation: Today the inversion remained in place, preventing the use of aircraft but also moderating fire spread.  Along the Lower South Fork Road, firefighters continued to protect structures while monitoring the slow progression of the Castle Fire down to the river.  On the eastern side of the Castle Fire, firefighters worked to control the last remaining areas of open fireline west and north of Springer.
On the Pattison Fire, crews continued providing structure defense along Corral Bottom Road.  In the Gates Creek drainage, firefighters continued to protect the north edge of the Bar 717 property by using burnouts along dozer line constructed in the last few days.
