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	Smoke Synopsis:

	The Cabin Fire remains in the Golden Trout Wilderness.
Activity overall was light on Sunday, although there was some new growth from the southeastern portion of the Cabin Fire into the scar from the 2011 Lion Fire.  Due to a lack of fuels, this area is not expected to generate much more significant smoke. 
West to southwest transport winds will send any smoke generated towards the east-northeast during daylight hours, while overnight smoke will drain into the Upper Kern River Valley down to Lake Isabella, some portions of the Owens Valley and other drainages in the area.
