Current Situation: 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Clouds over the fire area moderated fire activity today. The smoke inversion lifted earlier today and allowed the aircraft to start working sooner in support of firefighters on the ground. Crews were able to make good progress limiting the fire growth on the southeast side of the fire.

Fire officials are using a combination of carefully selected strategies to confine and contain the Cabin Fire in the Golden Trout Wilderness of the Sequoia National Forest.  The Lion (2011) and Maggie (2006) Fires are slowing the northward movement of the fire. These older fires were managed to benefit wilderness values and reduce fuel loading. Firefighters have improved the Summit Trail west of the fire and tied that trail system into the Soda (2014) Fire to the south.  These will be utilized as contingency lines to keep the fire within the Golden Trout Wilderness.  

Consistent with the direction provided in the Wilderness Act of 1964, firefighters will use Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST). This action should limit the spread of the fire by using the fire perimeter and natural barriers such as rock outcroppings, open areas of sparse fuels, and water courses.  

Timely execution of this strategy will reduce the threats to adjoining communities, with minimal effects to the Golden Trout Wilderness. 

Contingency planning is being finalized for structure defense and resident evacuations if communities near the perimeter become threatened. Tulare County Fire and Sheriff, CAL FIRE and the US Forest Service are participating in the contingency planning efforts.
