Current Situation: 

Fire activity moderated overnight. Currently there is a smoke inversion over the fire which is limiting the use of aircraft until later this morning. 

Firefighters will use Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST) on the northeast and southeast side of the fire today starting near Parole Cabin Meadow. One group will be working toward Lion Meadow (northeast) while a second group works towards the Summit Trail (west). They will be using natural barriers such as rock outcroppings, open areas of sparse fuels, and water courses where available and “cold trail” the fire perimeter in other areas. These activities are consistent with the direction provided in the Wilderness Act of 1964.

The Lion (2011) and Maggie (2006) Fires have slowed the northward and westward movement of the fire. Firefighters have improved the Summit Trail west of the fire and tied that trail system into the Soda Fire (2014) to the south.  These will be utilized as contingency lines to keep the fire within the Golden Trout Wilderness.  

Contingency planning has been finalized for structure defense and resident evacuations if communities near the perimeter become threatened. Tulare County Fire and Sheriff, CAL FIRE and the US Forest Service participated in the contingency planning efforts.
