Strategic Action:

The strategic action for the Cabin Fire is to use Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST) to confine the fire. The fire perimeter is approximately 18.7 miles.

Current Situation: 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Firefighters have effectively confined 10.6 miles of the fire perimeter utilizing Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST). Crews expect to complete the remaining one mile of line today.

The northern portion of the perimeter uses the Lion Fire (2011) as the confinement line. It accounts for 7.1 miles (38%) of the 18.7 miles of perimeter. No active ground suppression is needed along this portion of the perimeter due to sparse fuels.

Crews were able to make good progress yesterday on the portion of the perimeter from Lion Meadow to Parole Cabin Meadow (east flank) and from Parole Cabin Meadow across the bottom of the fire perimeter (south flank) almost reaching the Summit Trail on the west flank. They used natural barriers such as rock outcroppings, open areas of sparse fuels, and water courses where available and “cold trail” the fire perimeter in other areas. These activities are consistent with the direction provided in the Wilderness Act of 1964. 

Crews have also completed 7.6 miles of contingency lines along the Summit Trail. Contingency planning has been finalized for structure defense and resident evacuations if communities west and south of the perimeter become threatened.

Sequoia National Forest Closure: The western portion of the Golden Trout Wilderness west of Trail 33E01 is closed but Trail 33E01 is open from Lewis Camp to Kern Canyon Station  click here for downloadable pdf .

Sequoia and Kings Canyon National Parks remains fully open with no closures.
