Strategic Action:

The strategic action for the Cabin Fire is to use Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST) to confine the fire.

Current Situation: 

The increase in acres is due to interior islands burning out. No perimeter growth occurred yesterday or last night.

Today crews will patrol and monitor for hot areas. Areas that pose a threat to the line will be extinguished.

Firefighters have completed any needed fireline utilizing Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST).

The northern portion of the perimeter uses the Lion Fire (2011) as the confinement line. No active ground suppression is needed along this portion of the perimeter due to sparse fuels.

Firefighters used natural barriers such as rock outcroppings, open areas of sparse fuels, and water courses where available to confine the fire. These activities are consistent with the direction provided in the Wilderness Act of 1964. 

All contingency planning with affected agencies has been completed.

Demobilization of excess resources will begin today.

A local Incident Management Type 3 Team (Villa) is shadowing CIIMT1 (McGowan) today and tomorrow. They are planning to assume command of the fire Monday (tomorrow) at 6 pm.

Sequoia National Forest Closure: The western portion of the Golden Trout Wilderness west of Trail 33E01 is closed but Trail 33E01 is open from Lewis Camp to Kern Canyon Station  click here for downloadable pdf .
