Box 32

Butler Fire-- Unexpected poor relative humdity recovery at high elevation provided active fire behavior early in the operational period. Smoke inversion was later strengthened by smoke from other nearby fires. This suppressed flanking movement and shortened flame length until late in the day when the inversion broke. At 2:30 this afternoon, the inversion broke and this lead to isolated single and group tree torching, active flanking on the fires edge, spotting and roll out continuing to consume moderate amounts of acreage through the day.

Dance Fire-- Contained.

Box 33

Point protection of structures in the fire area is continuing. Expansion of the structure defense corridor has been moved south as needed along the Hwy 93 corridor and areas in and around Knownothing Creek drainage. The fire moved up to the northwest containment line, and control efforts are progressing with backing fire operations. The northwestern edge was strengthened by building depth with a firing operation progressing along the ridge. A spot fire occurred at 1645 hrs, and was suppressed with ground forces near Knudsen Bar on the east side of the Salmon River.
Box 38

Continue point protection on structures within the fire area. On the southeast side of the fire, support backing fire operations if needed to keep the fire from crossing the Salmon River. On the northwest side, continue preparation for the continuation of the backing fire along the southern ridge above Duncan Creek and keep the fire from crossing the Salmon River. Continued mop up of spot fire that occurred late in the operational period.
