CURRENT FIRE SITUATION:

The Route Complex currently stands at 16,598 acres with 12% containment. Some of the fires have grown, actually joining with other fires in the Complex to become one larger fire. A majority of the fire has been low intensity as it backs down steep terrain. Firefighters are arriving from all areas of the United States to assist in containing the fire and that will continue today. Four fires now comprise the Route Complex and include the Buck Fire, Johnson Fire, Kerlin Fire, and Chance Fire. 
Firefighters on the Buck Fire have nearly completed containment lines around the fire and will begin to secure and mop-up within the containment lines today. The Johnson, Hitchcock and Blake Fires have merged (now known as the Johnson Fire) and joined with the Pelletreau Fire, which is currently part of the South Complex. On the southeast end of the Johnson Fire, dozer lines have been constructed from Route 1 to the south fork of the Trinity River to halt growth of the fire to the south and east. On the north west side of the Johnson Fire, crews are preparing the roads for a burnout operation to occur in the next few days. On the west side of the Johnson Fire near Pilot Ridge, crews have also created a dozer line that will serve as a point to start burnout operations to halt the fires westward progression up from the Pilot Creek Drainage. The Chance Fire at the northern most end of the Route Complex will be fully surrounded by containment line by the end of the day and then crews will begin mop-up operations within the fire perimeter. At the Kerlin Fire, dozers constructed fire line between the fire and structures in the area and have been able to direct attack the fires edge. 
WEATHER 
The weather around the fire has been experiencing an inversion, which has prevented smoke from lifting and allowing aircraft to be used regularly. However, today the inversion layer could lift before noon and temperatures will remain in the mid 70’s.

ROAD CLOSURES
Forest Service Route 1 remains closed approximately 5 miles north of Highway 36 at Forest Service Road 2N12. It is also closed north of the fire at Forest Service Road 4N18.
Highway 36 is under a hard closure (no one allowed to travel, including residents) from the junction with the Lower Mad River Road (County Road 501) east to the community of Forest Glen. The Van Duzen Road (County Road 511) is under a soft closure (residents with IDs allowed to travel) from Browns Canyon south to the Ruth Zenia road. The Lower Mad River Road (County Road 501) from the junction with Highway 36 is also under a soft closure.
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
