CURRENT FIRE SITUATION

The Route Complex increased to 19,874 acres and 15% containment. Although the fire continues to grow in acreage, it has been primarily backing fire with low intensity. Through the growth of multiple fires, the Route Complex consists of three fires, which include the Buck, Chance, and Johnson Fire. The Pelletreau Fire managed by the South Complex and the Johnson Fire managed by the Route Complex have joined together. The current plan is for the Route Complex to assume responsibility of the Pelletreau Fire in the near future. Resources are continuing to arrive at the incident and are reinforcing firefighters already engaging the fire. 
On the Buck fire today, firefighters are in patrol and mop up stages, and although smoke is present, burning is well within the interior. The Johnson Fire experienced an increase in activity on the south end near Route 1. Some spotting occurred over the existing containment line, but was quickly attacked by aircraft and hand crews. On the west end of the Johnson Fire, the fire backed down to the Pilot Creek drainage where aircraft made some water drops to slow the progress. On the east side of the Johnson Fire it continues to back down to the 3N14. Dozer lines have been constructed around structures on the southeast portion of the fire. 
WEATHER
A fire weather watch has been issued for our area tomorrow because of the potential for high winds. A low-pressure system is expected to arrive over the next 72 hours. The system will bring lower temperatures and higher humidity, with an increase in wind speeds (20-25 mph on the ridge tops). Temperatures forecasted in the upper 70’s and 34% relative humidity.

ROAD CLOSURES
Forest Service Route 1 remains closed approximately 5 miles north of Highway 36 at Forest Service Road 2N12. It is also closed north of the fire at Forest Service Road 4N18.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Highway 36 is under a hard closure (no one allowed to travel, including residents) from the junction with the Van Duzen Road (County Road 511) east to the community of Forest Glen. The Van Duzen Road (County Road 511) is now under a soft closure (residents with IDs allowed to travel) from the junction with Highway 36 to the Ruth Zenia road. The Lower Mad River Road (County Road 501) from the junction with Highway 36 is also under a soft closure.
SHASTA-TRINITY AND SIX RIVERS NATIONAL FORESTS AREA CLOSURES
For public and firefighter safety an area closure order is implemented on the Shasta-Trinity National Forest (NF). An area closure is expected for the Six Rivers NF early in the week.
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
