CURRENT FIRE SITUATION

Weather will be the driving force in today’s fire activity on the Route Complex, which currently stands at 19,974 acres and 15% containment. A fire weather watch has been issued across the entire fire area, with winds increasing throughout the day. Today crews will continue to prepare lines along Pilot Ridge on the west side of the Johnson Fire in anticipation of burnout operations later this week. Crews will also re-engage along the southern flank of the Johnson Fire, where increased spotting forced them off the line yesterday. 
Trees weakened by prolonged drought and fire present hazards to roads, crews and the fireline. A burning tree fell across the containment line on the Chance Fire, located on the northern end of the Complex, causing the fire to escape its containment line.  Crews were able to control the spread and will further secure and mop-up the area today.
Yesterday the Buck Fire, just southeast of Mad River, saw increased fire activity within the containment lines as the day heated up. Crews will continue to reinforce those lines today.

The following roads are closed to non-residents: Highway 36 from the junction of Van Duzen Road to Lower Mad River and the Van Duzen Road from the junction with Highway 36 to Ruth-Zenia Road. 

The following roads are closed to all traffic: Highway 36 from the junction with Lower Mad River Road to Forest Glen. Forest Route 1 5 miles north of Highway 36 at FS Road 2N12 and at FS Road 4N18.
