CURRENT FIRE SITUATION

Today on the Route Complex, most of the fire activity was a result of a small burnout operation and slow backing fires. The total acreage is 20,274 acres with 17% containment. The fire weather watch that was issued today has been extended through Tuesday evening. Higher winds, especially near ridge tops, are expected across the Complex. 
On the west portion of the Johnson Fire, firefighters made progress on indirect line construction by removing brush and small timber, thus creating a bigger fuel break to assist with burnout operations. The burnout operations will take place in the next few days and will secure the west side of the Johnson Fire along Pilot Ridge. In the area just above Hyampom, the fire has continued to slowly back down the hill toward Forest Service Road 3N14 where crews have cleared fuel adjacent to the road. Dozer line has been constructed around structures to protect them if the fire moves in their direction. 
The Chance and Buck Fires are completely surrounded by containment lines and mop up operations will continue near the fire’s edge. Most of the smoke visible from these two fires is from fuel well inside the perimeter. Crews will continue to mop up and patrol the area to ensure containment lines hold.
A change in management of the Pelletreau Fire will occur tomorrow at 6:00 am. This will allow fire managers on the South Complex to concentrate on the fires northeast of Hyampom. The Route Complex will assume management of the Pelletreau Fire, which has already merged with the Johnson Fire. 
ROAD CLOSURES
The following roads are closed to non-residents: Highway 36 from the junction of Van Duzen Road to Lower Mad River and the Van Duzen Road from the junction with Highway 36 to Ruth-Zenia Road.
The following roads are closed to all traffic: Highway 36 from the junction with Lower Mad River Road to Forest Glen. Forest Route 1 five miles north of Highway 36 at FS Road 2N12 and at FS Road 4N18.
SHASTA-TRINITY AND SIX RIVERS NATIONAL FORESTS AREA CLOSURES
For public and firefighter safety an area closure order is implemented on the Shasta-Trinity National Forest (NF).
