CURRENT FIRE SITUATION

The Route Complex has consumed a total acreage of 25,788. The Johnson Fire is at 23,957 acres, the Buck Fire is at 1,670 acres and the Chance Fire is at 161 acres. Containment is at 19%. 
Today fire managers are hoping the smoke clears earlier so aircraft operations can begin to assist ground crews securing containment lines.  The west side of the Johnson Fire near Pilot Creek had minimal activity last night and firefighters will continue preparation of burnout operations on Pilot Ridge. Some crews will camp overnight moving forward to minimize travel time to the line and to increase production of indirect containment line. As weather conditions become more favorable and visibility increases, crews will resume burn out operations. Near Forest Service Road 3N14 the fire continued to back down and today crews will burnout as necessary to hold it above the road. In the area south east of Hyampom near the South Fork of the Trinity River, containment line is in place and crews will continue to secure line. 
Firefighters have established hose lines around the Buck and Chance Fires to assist in extinguishing hot spots close to the fire perimeter. Crews will continue to mitigate hazardous trees that threaten containment lines as well as civilian and firefighter safety. 
WEATHER
An upper level low-pressure system will start to move inland over the area and will bring high clouds. There will be southerly winds with shifting directions and speeds of 15 mph on the higher ridges. Temperatures will be in the mid 70’s with relative humidity at 34%.
