[bookmark: _GoBack]Total acreage of the Route Complex is 26,960. The Johnson Fire is at 25,152 acres, the Buck Fire is at 1,647 acres and the Chance Fire is at 161 acres. Containment is at 28%. 

On the Johnson Fire, crews continued securing line with burnout operations and additional line construction on the south end. Successful burnout operations have helped secure the east side of the fire near Hyampom and more are planned. Structure protection is ongoing in the Hyampom area. Crews continue to improve containment lines along the western portion of the Johnson Fire for a planned burnout. Aircraft are fully engaged in support operations. The Buck and Chance Fires have completed containment line around them and crews are in a patrol mode.

A Northern Rockies Type 1 Incident Management Team assumes command of the Route Complex tomorrow. The new team began the transition process today. They will continue to evaluate opportunities to conduct burnout operations and increase containment. For now, the Incident Command Post remains at the Southern Trinity School.

Significant warmer and drier conditions are forecasted the next few days with temperatures in the high 80’s and low 90’s and humidity in the mid-teens possible. 

The following roads are closed to non-residents: Highway 36 from the junction of Van Duzen Road to Lower Mad River and the Van Duzen Road from the junction with Highway 36 to Ruth-Zenia Road. The following roads are closed to all traffic: Highway 36 from the junction with Lower Mad River Road to Rattlesnake Road (29N58). Forest Route 1 five miles north of Highway 36 at Forest Service Road 2N12. Forest Service Road 4N18. Additional Hyampom area road closures include Skunk Ranch area, the end of Kerlin Creek Road (mandatory evacuation), Corral Bottom Road west of the intersection with the 16 continuing onto the 60 Road to the Four Corners area and the Castle Rock Area which includes residences in the area of Underwood Mountain Road, Castle Rock and Hog Ranch including 5N40 Road, 5N07 Road, 5N09 Road, Big Lake, Hidden Lake, to 5N60 Road to Mill Creek Road.

Voluntary evacuations include the St Johns Road, Wintoon Flat, Waldorf Flat, Grel Ranch, Oak Flat and 
Manzanita Ranch Area.
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
