Summary:  Fire activity varied on the complexes overnight, with some crews observing increased fire behavior and trees falling, and others experiencing favorable conditions for holding and improving lines. Firefighters continued to construct direct and indirect lines.  

Bow hunting season began today, please be aware that there are Forest and road closures throughout popular hunting areas.  Areas are closed to provide for public safety, due to the presence of fire, hot spots, burned and weakened trees that may fall, underground fire in tree roots, and fire and equipment on the road. In addition, there may be other areas near closure areas that are not officially closed but that may be hazardous. The public is encouraged to enjoy the National Forests outside of fire areas.

Both forests are under fire restrictions. This means campfires are permitted only in designated and approved campgrounds and other sites designated by the Forest.  Campfire permits may be required.  For more information about fire restrictions, refer to this document:  http://1.usa.gov/1EuxMPP.

The Shasta-Trinity National Forest has a Forest closure for the following fire areas:  River, Fork, South, Route and Mad River Complexes.  The Six Rivers National Forest issued an area closure for the Gasquet Complex; there are also a number of road and trail closures on the four complexes within the forest. Fork Complex (530) 324-5145 Acres: 32,009 Containment: 39% Personnel: 2,453

There are currently eight fires being managed within the complex under Unified Command with CAL FIRE and the U.S. Forest Service.  Firing operations continued last night on the Shiell Fire, utilizing previously constructed dozer lines. Hotshot crews are constructing direct handline in Chanchelulla Wilderness from the Potato Creek area south toward Chanchelulla Peak. The Barker and Blue Fires remain less active but still retain interior heat. Gasquet Complex (707) 925-3172 Acres: 3,192 Containment: 29% Personnel: 653

There are currently six fires being managed within the complex. Two base camp tours were offered today at 10 am and noon. Mad River Complex (707) 574-6289 Acres: 22,415 Containment: 55% Personnel: 1,186

There are currently three fires being managed within the complex. Overnight on the Lassic Fire, firefighters observed a 2-acre spot fire across the west side of the Van Duzen River. Crews will work today to contain this spot fire. Firefighters continued to build fire line north of Blanket Creek working west toward the Van Duzen River. Crews on the Gobbler Fire are patrolling and mopping up. Last night Pickett Fire crews observed several large trees falling along Highway 36. Today crews will continue structure protection efforts primarily on the northeast side of Forest Glen where the fire is slowly backing downslope toward Highway 36. The evacuations and road closures at Van Duzen Road and Lower Mad River Road in the Ruth Lake area were lifted today. River Complex (530) 276-8559   Acres: 35,794   Containment: 18%   Personnel: 736

There are currently three fires in the complex. Favorable conditions allowed night shift firefighters to make progress holding and improving lines.  Fire personnel, engines, and heavy equipment remained in the Denny area.  Smoke is expected to moderate fire activity for most of the day. A hotshot crew is constructing indirect line to tie into dozer lines near Lone Pine Ridge. Crews are starting construction on contingency lines in the French Creek area to prevent southeast spread of the fire. Dozers will be used to create fireline near the Ironside Mountain Lookout. Route Complex (707) 574-6865 Acres: 26,938 Containment: 28% Personnel: 915

There are currently three fires being managed within the complex (Johnson, Buck, Chance).  On the Johnson Fire, successful burnout operations have helped secure the east and south sides of the fire near Hyampom. Structure protection in the Hyampom area is ongoing. Crews continue to improve containment lines along the western portion in advance of a planned burnout.  Helicopters will assist in support operations today as conditions allow.  The Buck and Chance Fires have complete containment lines and crews will continue to patrol the areas.  The Northern Rockies Type 1 Incident Management Team has assumed command of the complex. South Complex (530) 628-0093 Acres: 19,031 Containment: 20% Personnel:  971

The complex consists of five fires. The voluntary evacuation for residents on Garrett Road was upgraded to a mandatory evacuation at 9 pm last night.  Engines remained at houses on the road overnight to monitor the fire activity.  Holding the line on Garett Road is a priority today.  No structures have been reported damaged or destroyed on the complex. The west side of the Castle Fire was active overnight with sustained crown runs, torching and spotting on the southeast side of Young Gulch.  The Pattison Fire was moderately active, and crews will continue to build indirect lines on the south end of the fire today.
