Headlines
· The Route Complex is 27,801 acres and 28% contained. 
· When the inversion lifts, hotter and drier conditions are forecasted with temperatures in the 90s and humidity in the mid-teens. This weather trend is expected to continue for the next several days. These conditions would meet the criteria for significant fire growth.
· The following roads are closed to all traffic in the Mad River Area: Highway 36 at the summit (mile post 9.29). Forest Route 1 five miles north of Highway 36 at Forest Service Road 2N12. Forest Service Road 4N18. 
· Hyampom area road closures include the Skunk Ranch area, the end of Kerlin Creek Road (mandatory evacuation), Corral Bottom Road west of the intersection with the 16 continuing onto the 60 Road to the Four Corners area and the Castle Rock Area which includes residences in the area of Underwood Mountain Road, Castle Rock and Hog Ranch including 5N40 Road, 5N07 Road, 5N09 Road, Big Lake, Hidden Lake, to 5N60 Road to Mill Creek Road.
·   Voluntary evacuations include the St Johns Road, Wintoon Flat, Waldorf Flat, Grel Ranch, Oak Flat and Manzanita Ranch Area.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Johnson Fire – Currently at 26,154 acres and 23% contained. Crews continued burnout operations and additional line construction on the south end. The majority of the east side of the fire near Hyampom is in patrol status while direct attack is planned on a small section. Crews continue structure protection in the Hyampom area. Crews continue to improve containment lines along the western portion of the Johnson Fire for a planned burnout. The Chance Fire is now part of the Johnson Fire and will not be reported separately.

Buck Fire – 1,647 acres 100% contained.
