Today crews working on the Medano Fire continue to evaluate fire defensibility of homes and other buildings within a few miles of the fire.  Over time the fire is expected to continue moving east.  As is normal in fire management, they are working to be sure everyone is ready for worst-case possibilities.  
Experienced sawyers continue to remove burned trees from the Medano Road within the Sand Dunes National Preserve.  The Park remains open.
As of this morning, Bill Hahnenberg’s Incident Management Team is supervising firefighters on the Medano fire.  The team works under joint direction from Sand Dunes National Park and the San Isabel Forest.  The team includes specialists experienced in projecting and planning for long-duration fires.

Yesterday evening the fire grew about 200 acres, most of it along the highest ridges of the Sangre de Cristos.  
Like yesterday and most of last week, the National Weather Service has again issued a red flag warning for strong dry wind in the fire area today.  Red flag conditions are likely to continue for several days.
