Fire Restrictions initiated for BLM lands along Colorado’s Front Range
CANON CITY, Colo. – Beginning July 14, Stage 1 Fire Restrictions will begin on BLM lands in central and northern Colorado.  The decision is based on existing fire danger and recent fire activity along Colorado’s Front Range.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Stage 1 Restrictions will be implemented on BLM lands within in the following counties in Colorado:  Boulder; Chaffee; Clear Creek; Custer; El Paso; Fremont; Gilpin; Huerfano; Jefferson; Lake; Larimer; Las Animas; Lincoln; Logan; Morgan; Park; Pueblo; Sedgwick; Teller; Washington; Weld and Yuma.
Under Stage 1 Restrictions, the following activities are not allowed:
· Building, maintaining, attending or using a fire, campfire, any type of charcoal fueled broiler or open fire of any type; EXCEPT in BLM-developed campgrounds and picnic areas, and only in BLM-provided, manufactured fire grates and grills.
· Smoking, EXCEPT within an enclosed vehicle or building, in a developed recreation site or while stopped in an area at least three feet in diameter that is barren or cleared of all flammable materials. 
· Operating or using any internal combustion engine without a spark arresting device properly installed, maintained and in effective working order.
The following is allowed on all BLM lands:
· Using cooking stoves, lanterns and other appliances fueled by liquid petroleum or bottled fuels that are equipped with a valve to control and turn off the flame.
Additionally, fireworks are not allowed on any public lands managed by the BLM, U.S. Forest Service and the National Park Service.
