At 0600 this morning the Western Colorado Interagency—Team B Type 3 Incident Management Team (IMT) began managing the Beaver Creek Fire.  The new IMT shadowed the outgoing Rocky Mountain Type 2 IMT over the past several days to provide a seamless transition, and to ensure that the firefighting objectives remain consistent.  Many of the firefighting resources (engines and crews) will remain the same and new crews will be familiarizing themselves with the fire area.  

Yesterday fire activity increased, as drier and windier conditions were present over the fire.  This weather pattern will continue over the next several days and as fuels continue to dry out, fire growth will occur.  There will be more visible smoke columns coming from within the fire area, as the fire has the potential to spread in all directions, including into sage and grassy fuels.  Fire continues making its way through unburned stands of beetle-killed trees, nature’s way of recycling nutrients back into the soil, to produce future forests.  

Suppression rehabilitation continues to occur on areas where fire activity has decreased.  This rehabilitation includes chipping excess brush that was removed along fire containment lines, installing waterbars to prevent erosion, and grading roadways that were damaged by firefighting equipment.
