Lowman:
Threats to the area around Lowman continue to decline following successful burning operations that were completed on Tuesday.  Homes in lower Lowman are reduced to a Level 1 Evacuation status. As of 1:00 p.m. on Thursday, August 18, 2016 all properties in the Lowman area are under a Level 1 Evacuation Order except:  
Fire Operations along Forest Road 582 (Bear Valley Road) require Level 2 Evacuation status for the Summer Home area in Long Creek until further notice. 
Garden Valley:
The Pioneer Fire is now established in Black Bear Creek above the S Fork of the Payette River. Evacuation levels for those homes on the South Fork Road, east of the Grimes Pass Road, and the Banks Lowman Road, east of Danskin Station, are raised to a Level 2 Evacuation Order as of 5 p.m. tonight, Thursday, August 18, 2016.
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Pioneerville:
The Pioneer Fire is now established in Charlotte Gulch and Miller Gulch. As of 1:00 p.m. on Thursday, August 18, 2016, Pioneerville is in a Level 1 Evacuation Order. This is the time for preparation, precautionary movement of persons with special needs, mobile property, and (under certain circumstances) pets and livestock. If conditions change every attempt will be made to notify residents and businesses.
