The Fisher Fire is burning timber, grass, and agricultural fuels in the Big Canyon area, approximately seven miles north of Craigmont, Idaho.  The Fisher Fire, like many other fires in the area is the result of recent lightning storms. Rick Kusicko’s North Idaho Incident Management Team (IMT) assumed command of this fire at 06:00a.m. today. The Fisher Fire is a Branch of the Clearwater Complex under the command of Type 1 Incident Commander Greg Poncin.  The Fisher Fire Incident Command Post (ICP) is being established at the Craigmont Masonic Lodge, in Craigmont, Idaho.

Thursday, extreme fire behavior prevented firefighters from direct attack for most of the day.  Firefighters, aided by private landowners, monitored canyon ridges and worked diligently to keep the fire within the canyon boundaries.  Firefighters also assessed structures located close to the fire perimeter and took necessary actions to provide protection.
Today’s strategy will be similar to yesterday.  The National Weather Service in Missoula has issued a Red Flag Warning which will be in affect from 11 a.m. to 11 p.m.  Isolated thunderstorms and high winds are predicted, which could result in significant fire growth and create unsafe conditions for firefighters.  Reducing risk to firefighters and the public is the first priority in every fire management activity.  
Evacuations: Level II evacuations in Lewis County include the community of Reubens, as well as outlying residences, from Patton Road east toward Mohler Road. 
Road Closures & Special Announcements: Due to extreme fire growth on the Fisher Fire Thursday, Nez Perce County Sheriff’s Office closed Gill and O’Brien roads, and the Lewis County Sheriff’s Office closed the Patton Road, north of the intersection with Laufer Road.
