Location: Approx. 18 miles northwest of Stanley, Idaho 
Jurisdiction: USDA Forest Service, Intermountain Region, Salmon-Challis National Forest
Resources on the fire: 463 personnel, including 3 hand crews, 29 engines, and 6 helicopters


Forecast: Thunderstorms with gusty winds should be passing through the area from 2:00pm to 10:00pm.  The temperature will be in the high 70s with humidity around 17-22% and the inversion is expected to break this afternoon. 

Remarks: Minimal spread was observed in the fine fuels due to Sunday’s precipitation and an increase in the humidity.  Construction of dozer line south of East Basin is well underway.  The hot shot crews will also be extending the burn out operations from Kelly Creek to Road 40. Dozers and feller-bunchers are nearing completion of the line to the south boundary of the Potato Fire. Crews will continue to monitor and hold fire lines above Valley Creek and below Basin Butte.
