BEAR CREEK FIRE UPDATE

Cool, damp weather has assisted firefighters working on the Bear Creek fire, leading to rapid progress on containment. The fire is currently 90% contained, and fire managers expect to complete the fire perimeter ahead of schedule on Friday, July 6. 

Firefighters ask that Alaskans party responsibly this 4th of July weekend. Though recent rainfall has reduced the immediate fire danger, campfires can smolder for days and rekindle after a day or two of warm and sunny weather. If you’re going to build a campfire, choose a location on dirt and be sure to drown out the fire before leaving it. Use fireworks carefully and only where legal.
