Forest Fire Smoke Updates:  A daily smoke forecast published by the Montana Department of Environmental Quality updated around 10:00 am and 4:00 pm daily.

Health Effect Categories:  health effect categories and recommendations for outdoor exertion

Hourly Particulate Data:  Hourly data collected from downtown Hamilton.  These data are measurements of particulate matter 2.5 microns in size or smaller.  Samples are taken at the top of the hour and the website may be updating during those times.  Hourly data usually posted online within two hours of sampling.

Outdoor Events During Air Pollution:  a guide for sporting events during smoke events

Visibility Index:  a guide to assessing air quality conditions from any spot at any time. This is the BEST way to determine air quality at an immediate location.  Conditions are variable throughout the valley and can change rapidly.

Health Threat from Wildfire Smoke:  a fact sheet from Centers for Disease Control (CDC) adapted by Ravalli County Public Health.  Provides information about health effects of wildfire smoke.

Hamilton Airport Visibility Data:  hourly data collected at the Hamilton Airport.  Includes wind speed and direction as well as visibility measurements.

Incident Information System:  Information about specific fire activity, evacuations and latest updates by fire incident.
