Current Status: Today, Tuesday, August 28th, the fire is listed at 50 percent containment. Demobilization of resources continues and a transition to a smaller management team is set to occur on Thursday morning 8-29-2012. 

Crews will continue patrolling road areas of the fire and a medium helicopter is available to assist with bucket drops if any fire activity occurs. Yesterday crews removed the sprinkler system in the lower reaches of Dog and Condon Creeks. The fire in those areas has backed down into the wet areas nearest the creeks and has shown no activity for the past several days. The light helicopter assigned to the incident has been released but the incident retains the use of the larger medium helicopter based at the Condon airstrip.

 Engines will continue to patrol road areas of the fire. There is an approaching cold front that may increase winds in the area later today. The Forecast is for temps, 85-90 in the valley and 70-80F on the ridges. Winds becoming SW in the afternoon 5-15mph. There is a Fire Weather Watch in effect for today for gusty winds and very low RH’s occurring over much of West Central and Southwest MT. There is a chance of thunderstorms after midnight. 
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Resources: One helicopter, 9-person hand crew, 2 contract engines, and a 23-person management team. Overall, there are 50 people staffing the fire.

Closures:  Trail #29, the Smith-Little Salmon Trail remains closed should the fire exhibit more rapid growth to the south.
