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Fire Summary

Bear Creek Fire - Size: 70,906 Acres   Sawyers along with two feller-bunchers completed hazard tree removal work along the Gorge Creek Road and the Bunker Creek Road #549 and are moving on to Cedar Creek Road #2829 for hazard tree removal.  A crew has completed mop up and line construction along the edge of the fire in the Harrison Creek area.  Trail crews continue to work to clear debris (downed trees) and remove hazard trees on the Eastside South Fork Trail #80.  Crews will begin working on safety concerns on the trail surface.  There are portions of the Eastside Trail that have completely sloughed off and are impassable.  Extensive trail surface work will need to be completed to assure safety prior to opening of the area and the trail. 

Trail Creek Fire - Size:  22,200 Acres   Sawyers are continuing hazard tree removal work along the Spotted Bear River Road #568 and along the Big Bill Road # 9856.   Structure protection wrap will remain on Silvertip and Pentagon Cabins in the Spotted Bear River drainage.   Rehabilitation of dozer and excavator created fire lines has begun in the Flat Creek area.
Trail crews have been clearing debris (downed trees) and removal of hazard trees on the Big Bill/Whitcomb Trail #327.  Additional trail surface work on trails will need to be completed to assure safe traveling conditions prior to opening the area and trails.

85 personnel are assigned to the all of the fires on the Spotted Bear Ranger District.

Spotted Bear District Fires

There are 16 fires burning in the Bob Marshall Wilderness.  Although significant rain has been received, forest trees and brush are still dry and fires can flare up as conditions dry out.  The area is still 4.5 inches of precipitation below normal for this time of year.  Wilderness users should use caution when traveling in areas where fires are still burning. Aerial inspection will be used to monitor conditions. With drier weather conditions predicted, structure protection remains in place at backcountry cabins and work stations, including Shafer Meadows, Silvertip Cabin, Shaw Cabin, Pendant Cabin, Pentagon Cabin, and Black Bear Cabin.
