Smoke Synopsis

The Bald Knob Fire may see an increase in smoke production Saturday. Due to light winds and lower
mixing heights the highest smoke concentrations will stay close to the fire.
Anticipate light to moderate smoke levels to drift east starting early
afternoon, then downslope early evening and throughout the night time
hours.

The Wolf Creek Fire continues to smolder and produce slight smoke. Dry
weather, low relative humidity and light winds will limit smoke production.
Air quality will remain in the Green Levels, with light haze for the town of
Old Fort.

Over the next few days the humidity will increase with an approaching cold front. Due to light winds and
low mixing heights the ventilation index is expected to be fair; therefore, smoke will remain near the fire
source with some downslope movement.

Air Quality for Saturday will be in Green Level for Marion and Old Fort. Nebo and the Lake James Area
will experience Green Levels in the morning hours with smoke haze beginning to drift into the area in the
early afternoon and higher smoke concentrations accumulating during the evening hours. The air quality for
Nebo and Old Fort will then move into the Yellow Levels. All areas will see Green Levels Sunday.
