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Crews Monitor Lightning-caused Fire near Lost Woman Crater


A lightning strike started a fire that was discovered on Friday, July 18, 2014 by the lookout at Oso Ridge. The Whiskey Fire is located about a half mile northeast of Lost Woman Crater in El Malpais National Monument. Currently, the fire is approximately 52 acres in size, and is burning in mixed conifer understory. Firefighters from the National Park Service, El Malpais National Monument and from the Mount Taylor Ranger District of the USDA Forest Service are
managing the fire for multiple objectives. Crews have noted flame lengths of one to two feet in height, with isolated single tree torching. Crews will continue monitoring and observing the fire. Smoke from the fire may be visible in the vicinity of the Continental Divide on NM Highway 53 and in the El Calderon Area, and may drift into the Grants/Milan area during the evening.
