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[image: ]The Las Conchas fire is 100% contained as of the evening of August 1.  Management of resources and fire rehabilitation efforts will be transferred from NIMO to local resources effective 6 am August 3.  
Patrol, mop up, chipping of brush and trees, and restoration of hand lines and dozer lines will continue today.  Firefighters will be monitoring sections of the Valles Caldera that are still smoking.  Implementation of burned area emergency treatments will continue throughout the week.  All resources excess to our needs continue to be released.

)Chipping progress was slow within the Valles Caldera yesterday due to the malfunction of machinery.  Chipping will resume today and road work in this area will persist throughout the week.  Drainage construction and road work continues today on FR 268 and 289 as well as hazardous tree felling along FR 280.  Construction of trash racks, designed to capture large, woody flood debris, is scheduled on FR 268 and American Springs Road.  Cultural assessments still continue throughout the burned area.    
A partial lifting of fire restrictions went into effect July 30 for the Santa Fe National Forest and the Valles Caldera National Preserve.  However, the Las Conchas Fire burned area is closed to public access.  Santa Fe National Forest officials are evaluating forest roads within the burned area to determine which roads may be reopened and when.
