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Private property owners in Peralta Canyon, Canon del Norte, and on Cochiti Mesa were notified yesterday that they will be allowed to return to their property, beginning today.  A non-transferable pass will be required.  The general public will not be allowed within the burned area.  Only the property owners mentioned above will have access.
Some flooding may occur on the burned area as monsoon rains continue. Road repair work on FR 36 and FR 268 continues today. Crews will be felling hazard trees along FR 280 and FR 281. Trash rack construction will continue on American Springs Road (FR 420).  Chipping on VC 12 in the Valles Caldera National Preserve will be completed today.  Cultural assessments continue throughout the burned area. 
Seeding contractor Aerotech of Clovis, NM expects to finish seeding today.  Due to a contract modification, the area to be seeded has been increased to 5,900 acres.  The contract for mulching on 1,100 acres will be awarded today.  Mulching is expected to begin on Wednesday, August 10.
A partial lifting of fire restrictions went into effect July 30 for the Santa Fe National Forest and the Valles Caldera National Preserve.  However, the Las Conchas Fire burned area is closed to public access.  Santa Fe National Forest officials are evaluating forest roads within the burned area to determine which roads may be reopened and when.
