This will be the last fire update from Oregon Interagency Incident Management Team 3 (OR-IIMT-3) for the South Steens Complex.  The management of the complex will transition tomorrow morning to a smaller Type 3 organization with Wes Richardson as the Incident Commander.

OR-IIMT-3 would like to thank the local communities, Fields-Andrews Range and Fire Protection Association, Harney County, other cooperators, and private landowners for assisting the Team’s efforts in the successful suppression of the fires in the South Steens Complex.

Current Situation:
[bookmark: h.5wesaef5362u]The complex consists of two fires: the Bone Creek Basin and Blitzen Crossing. The incident command post will move to the BLM Fields Guard Station (Hilton) west of Fields tomorrow morning.  Resources that remain assigned to the complex include: 2 crews, 8 engines, 2 water tenders, 1 light helicopter, and miscellaneous overhead. Demobilization of resources in excess of operational needs will continue through the day.

Bone Creek Basin Fire - 14,700 acres and 85 % contained. Today, firefighters will patrol for hot spots and complete rehabilitation work needed as a result of suppression efforts: water bar and pull berms on dozer line, water bar and spread brush over hand line, and repair cut fences.  

Blitzen Crossing Fire – 5,638 and 85% contained.  All perimeters will be patrolled for hot spots. Spike camp at the South Steen Campground will be closed, cleaned-up and rehabilitated. Grading and maintenance of the Steens Mountain South Loop will continue.
