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	Fire Update – 09/19/2011 7:45 a.m. PT

	Light rain and drizzle were prevalent across the fire throughout yesterday’s operational period.  With the cooler temperatures and high moisture, the fire fighters have focused their efforts on building and securing a line around the fire, and doing mop-up between 100 to 300 feet from the perimeter.  As the temperatures rise and the humidity drops during the course of the next week, the intent is that any interior burning in the fire will not spread beyond the current perimeter.  
Three helicopters and two fixed-wing aircraft are still available to assist the suppression efforts.  The helicopters are being used to bring water to the line, and to remove thousands of feet of fire hose that are surplus to the mop-up efforts.   The demobilization of suppression equipment and firefighters will continue until we reach a level that can support the mop-up effort, the rehabilitation plan, and ensure that fire perimeter does not expand.   
The NW Oregon Regional Team, led by Incident Commander Carl West, will return to the Dollar Lake Fire today.  They will be transitioning with PNW Team 3, and take command of the fire at 6 am on Tuesday morning.   This team has extensive experience working for the Mt Hood National Forest, having worked on both the Gnarl 1 and Gnarl 2 fires, as well as providing initial attack on the Dollar Lake Fire.  
Acting District Ranger Gary Asbridge said:  “We asked for the NW Oregon team to return because of their local knowledge of fire behavior on the flanks of Mt. Hood.”
