FOREST ORDER No.  RSF-240

Pursuant to Title 36 CFR Part 261.50(a) and (b), the following acts are prohibited within the boundaries of the High Cascades Ranger District, Rogue River-Siskiyou National Forest, as described in this order and attached map (Exhibit A), to provide for public health and safety due to active fire and extreme fire conditions in the area until October 30th, 2014, or unless sooner rescinded.


1) Being on a road listed below: 					       [36 CFR 261.54(e)]    [36 CFR 261.53(e)]

CLOSED ROADS

A. Forest Road 3700-790 from its junction with Forest Road 3700 to its terminus:  T.34S, R.4E, Sections 11, 13 and 14.
B. Forest Road 3700-760 and all spur roads in their entirety from the junction with Forest Road 3700:  T.34S, R.4E, Sections 12, 13, 24 and 25; and T.34S, R.5E, Section 30.



2) Being within the described area for public health or safety.					[36 CFR 261.53(e)]

CLOSURE AREA

A. Following the exterior of the following section lines: T.34S, R.5E, Sections 7, 8, 9, 10, 18, 19, 20, 21 and 22. 
B. The area west of the Pacific Crest Trail (#2000) in the following sections: T.34S, R.5E, Sections 10, 15 and 22.  The Pacific Crest Trail is open to thru traffic only, within the fire perimeter.


Pursuant to Title 36 CFR Part 261.50(e), the following persons are exempt from this order:
1. Persons with a permit authorizing the otherwise prohibited act or omission.
2. Any Federal, State or local officer, or member of an organized rescue or fire fighting force in the performance of an official duty.  

These prohibitions are in addition to the general prohibitions in Title 36 CFR Part 261, Subpart A.  

This Order will become effective September 15, 2014 at 0001 hours.
