Lemolo Lake Resort and the Forest Service Campgrounds at Poole Creek and East Lemolo remain open.  Bunker Hill, Inlet, and Crystal Springs Campgrounds are closed to protect public safety. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]Location- The Bunker Hill Complex is located 15 miles north of Diamond Lake, in Southern Oregon.  The fire complex resulted from lightning activity on June 26th and consists of one larger fire called the Bunker Hill Fire and several small fires ranging from 1/10th to 9 acres, all burning within the Umpqua National Forest. 

Operations – Cooler and cloudy conditions moderated fire behavior yesterday allowing fire fighters to complete fire lines on the northeast flank of the Bunker Hill Fire.  Mop-up operations will begin on this portion today.  Fire lines were also completed on the flanks facing Lemolo Lake and todays plan may include beginning some burnout operations to further secure containment lines.   Crews are working to construct containment lines and continue to mop-up the smaller fires.  
Weather and Fire Behavior – The forecast calls for 2-3 degree warmer temperatures today with light terrain driven winds.  The fairly mild conditions will provide moderate fire behavior.  We expect a continued warming and drying trend through the week.
Closures – An Emergency Area Closure for Public Health and Safety is in effect for an area north of Lemolo Lake.  Current restrictions and closure information is located at: http://www.fs.usda.gov/main/umpqua

The base of operations (Incident Command Post) for Oregon Interagency Incident Management Team 2 has been established at the south end of Diamond Lake.
